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Abstract

The article presents the results of a study of reproductive behavior of the individual. 100 married
couples were interviewed in the period 2020-2023. Currently, the motives for the birth of children
are characterized by the influence of eco-nomical, social and psychological conditions, and con-
structural and destructive motives are also distinguished. When certain economic goals are achieved
through the birth of a child, we are talking about an economic motive. Sociocultural norms determine
social motives. Achievement of any purely individual needs of the individual indicates the
manifestation of psychological motives. The motives for the birth ofa child are traditionally divided
into constructive and destructive. The constructive motive reflects the subjective psychological
readiness of the spouses for parenthood. Destructive motives of conception have one thing in
common - considering the birth of a child as a means to achieve any conscious and unconscious
goals. We have revealed that the most significant motive affecting the reproductive behavior of the
individual is psychological. It is represented by attitudes towards parenthood as a value. The most
pronounced destructive motive is the lack of individual stability in relation to a partner.
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
