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Abstract

Islam has a significant influence on the transformation of the family, which is currently
experiencing a certain renaissance in Kabardino-Balkaria. Religious norms and regulations regulate
family and marital relations, and it should be emphasized that their significance in this area is quite
definite at the present stage. The article provides a comparative assessment of the attitude of young
people to the institution of polygamy in family and marriage relations in modern Kabardino-Balkaria
based on the analysis of a spatial sample. It is shown that a negative attitude towards polygamy
dominates among the youth of Kabardino-Balkaria. This is explained not only by moral princip les,
but also by the fact that this social institution does not fit into the legal framework of a secular state.
The results of the study confirm that the majority of girls studying at universities in the republic or
already having higher education and living in Nalchik are not ready to put up with "second wives"
and divorce is standard practice in this situation. As for rural girls, beyond the level of education, a
fairly stable positive trend is forming among them in relation to this social phenomenon. Among
male youth, regardless of religious affiliation, territorial residence and educational level, it also
dominates negative attitude towards polygamy. However, despite the fact that polygamy is not
obligatory in Islam, having a second wife is quite acceptable, which was noted by a certain number
of respondents.
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
