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Abstract

The prison system in the United States provides a unique context for studying social connections
and interactions. Compulsory membership in prison and limited opportunities to form relationships
create a complex environment in which prisoners must balance the need to trust others against the
risk of victimization. Despite these challenges, research shows that prisoners are able to form
meaningful social networks that can influence their behavior and adjustment both within the
institution and after release. Importantly, race and ethnicity play a key role in these interactions,
highlighting the need for further study of these factors in the context of prison life. Understanding
the dynamics of social networks among prisoners can help design more effective rehabilitation and
support programs aimed at reducing recidivism and improving social outcomes after release. The
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article concludes that further research should focus on the mechanisms by which social networks
are formed and maintained in prison settings, as well as their impact on the lives of prisoners and
their communities. This knowledge can form the basis for a more humane approach to the prison
system and contribute to improving conditions for both prisoners and society as a whole.
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
