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Abstract

The article analyzes the implementation of psychological support programs for employees of
the US internal affairs agencies during the spread of the COVID-19 pandemic. Some key problems
of law enforcement agencies related to communication, resource management, ensuring compliance
with state health restrictions, as well as changes in the structure of crime and the provision of services
in acrisis situation of the COVID-19 pandemic are considered. According to the author, the analysis
of foreign experience in overcoming the negative impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the physical
and mental health of law enforcement officers allowed the US experts to develop recommendations
on the organization of preventive measures to provide psychological assistance to police officers
during the crisis period.
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
