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Abstract

The article presents a theoretical and empirical analysis of intrapersonal conflicts and their
relationship with gender-specific self-perception and stereotypical perceptions of the opposite sex
among university students. The study revealed that female students exhibit more pronounced
internal contradictions between significant life values and their realization, manifested in high levels
of discrepancy index and internal vacuum. At the same time, male students are characterized by a
greater tendency toward motivational, role, and self-evaluative conflicts, despite their generally
higher adaptability to current conditions. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of problematic
areas in the value-meaning sphere among students of both sexes: for male students, these include a
deficit of friendships and reduced importance of self-confidence, while female students report
dissatisfaction in the areas of love, health, and creative fulfillment. The results also show that
intrapersonal conflicts are closely related to stereotypical perceptions of the opposite sex: male
students tend to perceive female students through the lens of traditional femininity, while female
students perceive male students as emotionally unstable and dominant. The identified patterns
highlight the need to account for gender-specific factors when organizing psychological support and
developing programs for the prevention of personal conflicts among young people.
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
