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Abstract

Effective conflict management in penitentiary institutions is a critical task that directly affects
the safety, order and resocialization of prisoners. Conflicts in places of deprivation of liberty, often
characterized by a high level of tension, aggression and mistrust, require specialized skills and
knowledge for their successful resolution. The English penitentiary system, with its historically
established traditions and modern approaches to management, is an interesting example for studying
the psychological aspects of negotiating in conflict situations. In this paper, we will consider the
theoretical foundations of psychological preparation for negotiations, analyze the strategies and
tactics used in English prisons, and highlight the most effective methods for resolving conflicts
peacefully and preventing their recurrence.
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
