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Abstract

This article addresses the topic of the dissertation research "Model of Psychological Prevention
of Corruption Orientation in Individuals During Civil Service." The study evaluates the effective ness
of a comprehensive model of psychological corruption prevention among civil servants (n=489).
The aim was to identify changes in participants’ knowledge, attitudes, and behavior following the
implementation of a program combining administrative-legal and psychological components.
Knowledge assessment was conducted through testing, while intellectual development was
evaluated using the Eysenck-Gorbov Progressive Numerical Test, Raven's Matrices, and the Short
Selection Test. Attitudes and perceptions of social norms were assessed via an anonymous online
survey, including scales measuring attitudes toward honesty, rationalization, punishment avoidance,
and perception of social norms. The results showed a significant improvement in knowledge of anti-
corruption competence (from 69% to >70% correct answers) and positive dynamics in attitudes and
perception of social norms. Participants highly rated the usefulness and practical relevance of the
program (88.8% rated it 5 out of 5), noting improved understanding of anti-corruption legislation
(94%), increased confidence in recognizing and preventing corrupt practices (86.5%), and enhanced
work performance (85%). The findings demonstrate the effectiveness of the developed model and
recommend its widespread implementation to improve the efficacy of anti-corruption efforts.
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
