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Abstract

The article investigates the features of psychological defense mechanisms in combatants of the
Special Military Operation (SVO). The study was conducted at military hospitals in Ulan-Ude and
the Republic of Buryatia. The research revealed that the primary psychological defense mechanisms
among combatants are denial, regression, compensation, and hypercompensation. It was found that
the use of denial is often accompanied by an increase in PTSD symptoms, such as hypervigilance,
anxiety, alcohol and drug abuse, flashbacks, sleep disturbances, survivor's guilt, avoidance, denial,
and agitation. At the same time, denial may reduce stress manifestations associated with exaggerated
responses, impaired concentration, and memory. The findings indicate that psychological defense
mechanisms play a significant role in the manifestation of PTSD in combatants. Some mechanisms
may exacerbate PTSD symptoms, while others may reduce their severity.
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
