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Abstract

The article analyzes the current trend of transformation of penitentiary systems, using the
example of the Singaporean correctional school "Kaki Bukit Centre Prison School®. The article
examines the systemic approach to organizing education for convicts as a tool for reintegration and
prevention of recidivism. The institutional features of the model are investigated, including the direct
participation of the national Ministry of Education, which ensures the compliance of the educational
process with national standards. Special attention is paid to the socio-psychological aspect of
educational impact, aimed at constructing a new prosocial identity and restoring the individual's time
perspective. Systemic limitations of the model are identified (selectivity of the contingent, intensity
of the workload) and the necessity of comprehensive post-release support to consolidate
rehabilitation results is substantiated. The conclusion is drawn about the strategic role of education
as a mechanism for reducing recidivism, as well as the opportunities and limitations of this
methodology. Existing programs of Singaporean penitentiary institutions (such as the Yellow
Ribbon Project and family-oriented initiatives) are analyzed through the lens of H. Tajfel and J.
Turner's social identity theory. Systemic opportunities for the implementation of new identity
construction techniques (emphasis on community, prosocial roles, narrative revision of life path) are
identified, as well as institutional and socio-cultural limitations associated with the rigid structure of
the system and the dominance of collectivist ideology. It is concluded that the Singaporean model,
due to its effectiveness and structured nature, provides a unique platform for testing these techniques,
but their successful implementation requires adaptation to the local cultural context and overcoming
the focus solely on behavioral correction.
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
