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Abstract

The relevance of the problematic issue regarding the effectiveness of implementing
psychocorrectional techniques in working with convicts for terrorism and extremism is becoming
increasingly significant over time. The number of persons convicted for terrorist and extremist
crimes is growing following the increase in the number of individuals committing these serious and
particularly serious crimes. Conducting psychological work with the considered category of convicts
has pronounced features, as does the implementation of psychocorrectional techniques in working
with them. The publication materials analyze regulatory legal documents defining the features of
organizing and implementing psychocorrectional techniques: frequency of conducting with newly
arrived convicts, nature of psychodiagnostic work and advisory measures. The goal of implementing
psychocorrectional techniques is to assist convicts in finding internal resources in past experience
for building the present and future. The techniques require high specialist qualification and are time -
consuming.
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
