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Abstract

The article is devoted to the analysis of the social dimensions of conceptual and methodological
factors of women's adaptation in penitentiary institutions. The author argues that the assessment
tools used in foreign practice, developed on the basis of studying the male individual, prove
inadequate for understanding and measuring the specific female experience. The focus is on key
factors: the high prevalence of gender-based psychological trauma, the central role of motherhood,
specific health care needs, and a persistent connection with destructive social environments. The
presented material critically examines the problems of predicting recidivism using traditional risk
assessment scales, which leads to systematic errors and overestimation of risks for women. The self-
sustaining nature of this crisis, created by the deficit of gender-disaggregated data, is stated. As
promising directions for overcoming the crisis, the following are proposed: the development of
multidimensional gender-sensitive assessment models, the integration of life-course logic, the
introduction of a trauma-informed approach and alternative forms of detention in the penal system.
A conclusion is drawn about the need for a fundamental transformation of penitentiary theory and
practice based on the principles of considering gender specificity to ensure the resocialization and
social integration of female individuals.
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
